REGULAR SCHOOL BOARD MEETING

June 17, 2013
1)
The Randolph School Board met in regular session on Monday, June 17, 2013, at 7:00 p.m. in the Media  Center.  Gary Moorhouse called the meeting to order.  Directors present:  Gary Moorhouse, Steve Weidner, Sara Taylor, Cory Lorenzen, Garlan Dubbels and Michael Kelley, Superintendent.   Director absent:  Jay Otte.  Administrators present:  Benjamin Fisher and Regina Wernimont.   Staff member present: Kathy Stauffer.  No guests.
2)       A motion to approve the agenda as established was made by Steve Weidner,  


seconded by Garlan Dubbels.  All members voting in favor.

A motion was made by Cory Lorenzen, seconded by Sara Taylor to approve the following consent agenda items:

A motion was made by Steve Weidner, seconded by Garlan Dubbels to continue the School District insurance for property, auto and liability with Lawrence-Bohmbach Insurance Agency for 2013-2014.  Hanover was the carrier on the policy and they have dropped workman's comp on all school districts.  As of July 1, 2013 our new insurance carrier will be EMC.  The new policy has an increase of property insurance coverage, added linebacker liability (covering the school board), and added data compromise coverage.  The Board elected to drop the government crime coverage on EMC's insurance quote.  The total estimated premium came in $3,732.84 less than what the School District was paying last year.  All members voting in favor.

5)
A motion was made by Steve Weidner, seconded by Cory Lorenzen to approve the estimated 2013-2014 fiscal budget.  There is a $40,480.00 shortfall, due to adding 1 F.T.E. for a .5 Kindergarten Teacher and .5 Phy Ed/Health Teacher with possible DAPE and Coaching.  Overall we are still sitting good.  All members voted in favor.

6)
A motion was made by Garlan Dubbels, seconded by Sara Taylor to approve the Annual Report on Curriculum, Instruction and Student Performance presented by Ben Fisher.   State testing will be changing significantly, starting with no more GRAD writing tests effective 2013-2014.  Also, there is a new law that will go in effect in Minnesota in 2014 for grades 7-12 to have CPR training - we will be working with the Northfield Ambulance Service with this requirement.  All members voted in favor.
7)
A motion was made by Steve Weidner, seconded by Cory Lorenzen to approve the Health & Safety Budget so Administration can proceed with the Health and Safety Levy in the fall.  The Administration did an annual review of Health and Safety Policy #807 and has no changes at this time.  All members voting in favor.

Benjamin Fisher, High School Principal, reported on the new sound and lighting system  being installed in the South Gym this summer; and 16 students have signed up for VREP next school year.

Regina Wernimont, Business Manager, reported on the asbestos abatement in the electrical room;  our bandwidth is slow and currently at 10mg, we will be switching over to TIES this summer and increasing it to 75mg;  all teachers have been given new IPADs, we've purchased 150 Learn Pads, Melissa Augustine will be conducting all her high school science classes online this year - no textbooks, Safari Montage will kickoff August 26th, we are upgrading four Smartboards,  all Smartboards will have speakers added, and we are adding a new computer lab, we are looking into Google Docs, all teachers have, or will be, attending IPAD/Learn Pad training this summer.  
10)       Michael Kelley, Superintendent, reported Geri Hedeen was voted Teacher of 
the Year and was also honored for her Retirement  at this year's end of year staff 
recognition.  Hillary Podritz was voted Employee of the Year.  Mr. Kelley also 
reported on summer updates;  65 preschoolers have already enrolled for 2013-
2014 (with a cap of 70);  85 children are registered for RCC this summer;  the 
purchase of the three Cannon Greens Lots have been settled with an increase 
in price and the closing will be in June;  the 2012-2013 school house closing took 
place on May 30th;  Randolph & Northfield 
Swim Team Coop appeal was 
approved;  shared a thank you card to the School Board from the 6th graders 
for letting them go to the annual campout;  and congratulated Regina 
Wernimont for receiving the 2013 School Finance Award from MDE which 
is based on the following criteria:  meet all deadlines, positive fund balance, and 
accuracy of data and reporting.

The Board reported on the Personnel Committee Meeting held on June 10; Curriculum Committee Meeting and the Finance Committee Meeting - both held on June 17, 2013.

A motion was made by Steve Weidner, seconded by Cory Lorenzen to approve the resignation submitted by Roland Sessions from his JV Basketball Coach position, effective immediately.  All members voting in favor.
